The American University of Ras Al Khaimah (AURAK) is an independerangadceeducational,
state-owned institution.The University was established in 2005 as George Mason University Ras Al
Khaimah campus (GMRAK), United Arab EmirategSeorge Mason University (GMU) is based in
the United States of America as a public research level University. It was the goal of @ktehtb

its international presence. His Excellency Sheikh Saud Bin SQ@asgimi Crown Prince of Ras Al
Khaimah, supported and helped to plan this initiative. The Crown Prince had high interest in
bringing a top quality American education to the emirate of Ras Al Khaimah, the country, UAE and
the region.

In 2009 GMU decided to disatinue operation in Ras Al Khaimah. The Crown Prince then
established the American University of Ras Al Khaimah (AURAK) at the same location. A decree
issued in 2009 established AURAK to become the umbrella for all universities in Ras Al Khaimah.
The CrowrPrince was named the Chair of the Board.

The Crown Prince later became the Ruler of Ras Al Khaimah on October 27, after his father, Saqr Bin
Mohammed Bin Salem ADassimi died and subsequently became a member of the Federal
Supreme Council of the UAE.

AURAK began offering four BS programs in Biotechnology; Business; Computer Engineering; and
Electronics and Communication Engineering. The university and all academic programs are Licensed
and accredited by the Commission for Academic Accreditation (CAtedWinistry of Higher
Education and Scientific Research (MHESR) in the United Arab Emirates.

On August 23, 2011 the Board of Governors of AURAK appointed Professor Hassan Hamdan Al
Alkim as the Vice Chancellor and CEO of AUR#AKVice Chancellor desagion replaced the title
of President. He developed a new organizational structure for AURAK.

During the period of 2012013 all 10 new Undergraduate programs and 4 graduate programs were

Students who have earned at least a 450 or higher@&HRL or 4.5 in IELTS or its equivalent will be
admitted to the Preparatory AURAK English Language Program as preparation to enter their acaderr
program of choice. The student may register for up to 6 credits of Math & IT only. If the student
continues tostay in the same program for the second semester, he/she could register up to 9 credits
for the academic program.

Credit Limit for Preparatory Programs:

No student in a preparatory program, including ELP, is permitted to complete more than a total of 15
credit hours toward a degree, regardless of the number of semesters in which the student is enrollec
in a preparatory program.

Provisional Admission

The University expects students to attend all learning and teaching sessions associated with their

professional placementdijeld trips, industrial visits, and in the case of directed or independent
study students, scheduledewtings with supervisors.
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Students are required to arrive on time for classes and remain for the duration of the teaching
session. Late arrival at, and early departure from, teaching sessions is deemed disruptive,
discourteous, unprofessional and unfairdther class members and tutors.

Students wi be expectedo:

1 Attend all learning and teaching sessions associated with their program of study

1 Notify their course instructors in advance (in person, by phone-wrad) that they will be
absent from timetabled class sessions

1 Obtain prior permission from their instructor or course manager, for planned absences of
two or more consecutive class sessions during the semester

1 Provide a medical certificate or other corroborating evidence to explain their absénce,
required by the University.

Course Instructors are responsible for reminding students of the importance of regular attendance
at learning or teaching sessions, and for accurately recording student attendiasteictors and
Course Managers (Department Chairs oogPam Coordinators) will be required to consult with
the relevant School Deans, to ensure timely issuance of NAWsttermdance reports to sponsors
(subject to data confidentiality stipulations) and to provide relevant academic counseling where
necessary

It is the policy of AURAK to make every reasonable effort to allow members of the University
community to observe their religious holidays without academic penalty. Absence from class or
examinations for religious reasons does not, however, relieve siisdieom responsibility for any

part of the course work required during the period of absence.

Courses and Course Schedules

Each course offered by the university has a designated course prefix (or code) and number. The
course prefix represents the discipdi or field of study, the number indicates the level of the
course content. MATH 105 thus indicates that the course is Mathematics and is appropriate for
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students in their first year; ECEN 492 indicates that the course is in Electronics and Communication
Engineering and is intended for fourth year students.

Courses are offered at the discretion of the Vice President for Academic Affairs and the respective
Deans and Department Chairs. Not every course is offered every semester. Courses are offered at a
frequency that enables students to make satisfactory progress toward their degrees.

Course Credit

Each course has a credit value. A credit represents tiodass instruction and otaf-class study

per week during the sixteen week semester. Normally one creglitesents 50 minutes of class
instruction per week per semester, 120 minutes of laboratory experience per week per semester,
or one or two 56minute recitation sessions per week per semester.

Class Periods

Classes normally meet three times a week imiilute periods or two times a week in #binute

periods. In some cases, usually advanced courses, class may meet once per week for 150 minutes
The university holds classes five days a week from Sunday through Thursday. If necessary, make uy
classes may beefd on Saturdays. University administrative offices are closed on Friday and
Saturday.

All classes are expected to meet on the days and times published in the course schedule. Changes
may only be made with the approval of the appropriate School Dean.

Independent study or research, internships and other programs for experimental learning, and
other study opportunities may follow a different, approved time frame and schedule.

Midterm Exams

Midterm progress is reported fall semesteflong courses so that students will have a clear idea
of their standing in each course midway through the semester. The reporting period extends
from the fifth through the ninth week of the semester, allowing flexibility as to when individual

Final Exams

Final exams are usually given at the end of all undergraduate courses. Except for laboratory
courses, exams may not be given during the last week of classes. Exams mayeeut the
scheduled length of three (3) hours. The final exam schedule is posted on campus. Each instructor
must note in the course syllabus when the final exam will be given.

An instructor who is assigning a takeme exam or significant erof-semester @per or project
should so inform the students on the syllabus at the beginning of the semester. Take home exams
should be distributed by the beginning of the last week of classes so that students can coordinate
them with preparation for other exams. Studsmmust not be required to submit exams before the
date of the regularly scheduled exam for a course. Accommodation will be made for students with
more than one final exam scheduled in the same time periogtaRiag (or resitting) a final exam

is not pemitted. Students are not expected to take more than two final exams in one day.

Absence from Final Exams

Absences from final exams are not to be excused except for sickness on the day of the exam or for
other cause approved by the Dean of the respectivieoSt The effect of an unexcused absence
from an undergraduate final exam shall be determined by the weighted value of the exam as
stated in the course syllabus provided by the instructor. If absence from a final exam is unexcused,
the grade for the courses entered as F.

Change of Gade

Once a final grade has been recorded, it can be changed only in cases of computational or
recording error, or pursuant to a successful appeal of grade. Additional work of any type submitted
to improve a grade after the final grade has been assigne@ver accepted. All changes of final
grades must be initiated, approved, and recorded by the second week of classes of the next regular
semester (spring for fall grades and fall for spring grades).
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Grade Appeal

Although faculty members are generally thesbgudge of student performance, sometimes a
student believes a grade is unfair. If the student is not satisfied, an appeal may be made to the
Instructor. If a satisfactory resolution of the situation is not reached, the student may appeal to the
Departmert Chair, then to the Dean of the School, and finally to the Vice President for Academic
Affairs, who has the final authority to decide the merit of the appeal.

If the instructor is no longer associated with the University, the Vice President for Acadianis A

will appoint a faculty surrogate, who will assume the authority of the instructor. If the matter is not
resolved at this point, the Vice President for Academic Affairs will hear the case and make a
decision that is not subject to further appeal.

Perding Grade Appeal

Grading System

University course work is measured in terms of quantity and quality. A credit normally represents
one hour per week of lecture or recitation or not fewer than two hours per week of independe

or laboratory work throughout a semester. The number of credits is a measure of quantity. The
grade is a measure of quality. The university system for grdduate grading is as follows:

Grade Point Average (GPA)

Grade or quality point values are assigned to letter grades as indicated in the grading system table.
A quality or grade point score is computed by multiplying the value of a letter grade by theenum

of credits for the course. For example, a student receiving an A-ocradt course earns 12 quality
points. The GPA is computed by dividing the quality points earned by the number of credits graded
A through F (GPA hours).

Degree Requirements

To earn a BA degree in English Language, students must satisfactorily complete at least 120
approved credits, fulfill all the requirements for tigA in English Language degree, and achieve a
GPA of 2.00 or higher. Students must apply for at least 45 credits of -lgpar courses
(designated 300evel or higher) toward graduation requirements. Thirty one credit hours from
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approved courses are reqed to fulfill the general education requirements. The BA in English
Language offers concentrations in Translation; the Teaching of English; and Literature. Students
complete 21 credits in the concentration, and an additional 21 credits through free\aescior
through the completion of a minor.

Students also fulfill a Modern Language and Culture requirement by completing 12 credit hours of
study in a modern language and culture, either Arabic or French, with a further 3 credit hours of
study in a speclatopic or topics relating to this culturéStudents pursuing a concentration in
ArabicEnglish Translation must complete their Modern Language and Culture requirements in the
study of Arabic Language and Culture.
